STEP 1. PREPARING THE BACKPLATE

Choose the correct position for the Socket Screws.
Insert the four (4) screws into the correct position
indicated on the backplate.

STEP 2. INSTALLING THE BACKPLATE

Place the back plate on the rear side of the motherboard so
that the socket screws will stick through the socket mounting holes.
Please seee image for reference.

Make sure the orientation of the
backplate is correct:

STEP 3. INSTALLING THE ACETAL STANDOFFS

Place the four (4) included Acetal Standoffs onto the
socket screws.

STEP 4. APPLYING THERMAL COMPOUND

Make sure the CPU is clean and clear of any residual
traces of thermal paste . Apply a dot (4-5mm size) of
Phanteks thermal compound on the center of the
CPU surface.

INSTALLATION for socket 2011-3/2066

STEP 1. INSTALLING THE SOCKET SCREWS

Place and tighten the four (4) included socket screws by hand on the
Intel 2011-3/2066 socket.

STEP 2. APPLYING THERMAL COMPOUND

Make sure the CPU is clean and clear of any residual traces of thermal paste .
Apply a dot (4-5mm size) of Phanteks thermal compound on the center
of the CPU surface.
